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Abstracts should be no longer than 300 words. Authors are encouraged to use the attached page as a template.  Use Arial size 11 font, and single line spacing. The Title is to be centred at the top of the page in Bold Arial size 12. Leave a 2.5mm (7 pt) space between the title and authors. The list of authors should be centred in Arial, size 11. First name, middle initial and surname should be given for each author. The names of authors should be separated by a comma. A numerical superscript following each author name should be used to reference the affiliation of each author. The presenting author should be indicated with an asterisk (*). Affiliations should be in Arial size 9 font, and include postal address and email address of each author. The abstract should follow in Arial size 11.
